Expectations:

Cleaning  A Room
Remove rugs, trash can and chairs from the room. (put in the hall)

Remove the curtains.  (they will be washed by us and put back after washed) When we return them you can put them up.
Dust the walls and pipes with dry swiffer.

Wipe the woodwork with a damp cloth from water that has cleaner in a bucket.  Wipe closets doors, shelves, closet floors (inside and out).  Be sure to change the water if it is dirty.

Remove the mattress & box spring and wipe the bed frames. Be sure to ask for help.

Use furniture spray polish to wipe wood on bed frames, dressers, chairs.  
Clean mirrors & windows with glass cleaner & paper towels.

Using a damp cloth (not paper towels) carefully wipe down screens & window sills.  This usually takes several wipes due to the dirt over the winter.
Remove the window shade and carefully wipe it down and replace.

Dust the lamps & shades replace the bulb and put the lamp shade on and check to see if it works. (If you need a bulb ask).

Remove ceiling fixtures globe and clean and secure the globe and check if it works.

Remove the dresser draws and clean the inside with a damp cloth and reline the drawer with fresh liner.

Dust and hang pictures and room decorations.

Put liners in trash can or leave out side the door.

Sweep and vacuum the floor then wet mop the floor (wet swiffers are available).

Vacuum the rugs in the hall.

When floor is dry replace the rugs in the room.
